The project is based on group work (with groups consisting of up to 5
students) and peer-to-peer feedback. The supervisors facilitate 4
workshops during the semester. In connection with these workshops,
there are fixed deadlines for the draft papers that the groups are required
to submit. The students provide each other with feedback on their drafts,
and the supervisors can provide additional feedback and guidance to the
groups. The supervisors also prepare short presentations to be held
during the first two workshops. The presentations form the basis for
discussion of important aspects of the project reports, e.g.: How do you
compile a multidisciplinary literature review? How should empirical data
be presented in a chapter?

The character limits include the cover, table of contents, summary,
bibliography, figures and other illustrations, but exclude any appendices.

The project report must include a summary, that is part of the assessment.
The summary can either be written in English or Danish.

Time allowed for exam including time used for assessment is for:
2 students: 60 minutes.
3 students: 75 minutes.
4 students: 90 minutes.
5 students: 105 minutes.

Writing and spelling skills in the project report are part of the assessment.
