Overordnet indhold

| sprogprofilforlebet tilbydes de studerende undervisning i at leese fremmedsproget litteratur,
arbejde analytisk med forskellige fagtraditioner og formidle pa fremmedsproget. Derigennem
far de studerende viden, udvikler feerdigheder og opndar kompetencer, sdledes at de kan
fungere som humanistiske eller socialvidenskabelige vidensarbejdere i en globaliseret,
transnational og flersproglig kontekst, bdde pd offentlige og private vidensarbejdspladser.
Studerende med et sprogprofilbevis vil kunne bidrage pda deres arbejdsplads med at indhente
relevant faglig viden pé profilsproget, vil kunne formidle denne viden samt reflektere over
anvendelsen i en dansk og tfransnational kontekst og vil have redskaber fil at udvikle deres
interkulturelle kommunikative kompetencer lebende efter behov.

Leeringsudbytte/bedemmelseskriterier

Leeringsmalene med Sprogprofilen er, at den studerende kan:

fremmedsprog i relation til humanistiske eller socialvidenskabelige fagomrader og
argumentere reflekteret og analytisk for, hvorndr og hvordan tyske eller franske
tekster (herunder teori og empiri) kan inddrages i analysen af human- eller
socialvidenskabelige tilgange.

Undervisnings- og arbejdsform

Sprogprofilens undervisning er kendetegnet ved:
Sprogundervisning med udgangspunkt i uddannelsernes indhold, metoder og faglighed

P& Sprogprofilen forbindes sprogundervisning med undervisning i indhold, der bade er
relevant i forhold til profilsproget, i forhold til temaer og problemstillinger inden for de



humanistiske og socialvidenskabelige kandidatuddannelser, og i forhold til de studerendes
projektarbejde og praktik.

Undervisnings- og arbejdsformerne understotter de studerendes videreudvikling af deres
kommunikative kompetencer i akademiske og arbejdsrelaterede sammenhaenge. Derfor
arbejdes der iseer med kommunikative evelser, par- og gruppearbejde, samt sma
praesentationer. Ekskursioner til sprogmiljeer, hvor profilsproget anvendes, eller interview og
dialoger med personer, der taler profilsproget, kan ligeledes indgd i undervisningen.

Ved det intensive seminar arbejder de studerende typiski par eller mindre grupper, der
fordyber sigi en case eller en problemstilling, der relaterer til semesterfemaet. Gruppen
forbereder et kommunikativt produkt, der praesenteres ved evalueringsseminaret.

Et frygt leringsmilje og translanguaging

P& Sprogprofilen er der fokus pé at skabe et trygt lzeringsmilje, hvor man som studerende har
lyst til at afpreve sproget. Gennem en translanguaging strategi indbyder vi til at bruge
profilsproget s& meget som muligt og med stette fra andre sprog, man ogsa kan.

Undervisningsmetoden inkluderer ogsd, at de studerende udarbejder individuelle
sproglaeringsmdl og -strategier hvert semester, som de felger op pd lebende.

Forventet arbejdsindsats (ECTS-deklaration)

Sprogprofilen giver ikke ECTS point. Men vi tilbyder et karakferfrit rum hvor der er plads til at
teenke hejt og dyrke/forbedre sine sprogkompetencer pé profilsproget. Dette bliver faciliteret
via et semestertema, som giver mulighed for ikke blot at arbejde med profilsproget, men ogsa
fé bedre kendskab til de kulturer, der forbindes med profilsproget. En god idé er at forberede
sig til kursusgangene ved at leese op pd Moodle omkring dagsorden samt udfere de
hjemmeopgaver, der er knyttet til kursusgangen.

Den forventede arbejdsindsats per semester er:

e Aktiv deltagelse i mindst 80% af den almindelige undervisning, der bestar af 14
timers undervisning, fordelt over 6-7 kursusgange, samt derfil knyttet forberedelse.

e Aktiv deltagelse i det intensive seminar pa 9 timer, samt evalueringsseminaret pa é
fimer.

e harforberedt et kommunikativt produkt og preesenteret det ved
evalueringsseminaret.

Et udvekslingsophold godkendes som et gennemfert sprogprofilssemester, ndr en studerende,

In order fo be admitted to the Language Profile, the student must meet certain criteria, which
are described under the section "Prerequisites for participation".

For students who have already been accepted af the German Language Profile:

Students have to register anew every semester, even if they have aftended previous semesters
at the Language Profile.

Students who wish fo register for a semester at the Language Profile Programme in connection
with approval of an exchange semester or a language profile-relevant project work as part of
their Language Profile course must contact the person in charge of teaching directly or write fo
sprogprofilen@ruc.dk.

Requirements for level of language proficiency

Linguistic proficiency in German corresponding to level B1 in the European Framework of
Reference for Languages (equals A- or B-level in the Danish secondary education system), or
comparable competences acquired otherwise.

In the beginning of their first semester at the Language Profile, students are subjected fo an
assessment of their receptive and productive communicative competences in German. The
objective of the assessment is to map and clarify the individual student’s areas of improvement
and elaborate individual language learning objectives.

Due to the duration of the Language Profile program new students have to begin at the
Language Profile in the first, second or third semester of their master degree program.
Students in their fourth semester can be accepted if they can prove, that they have been in an
internship or study exchange in an earlier semester that is relevant for the language profile
confext, as it can substitute one of the language profile semesters (see below for specific rules).

General content description

In the language profile course, students strengthen their ability to read foreign language
literature, work analytically with different academic traditions and communicate in the foreign
language. Through this, students gain knowledge, develop skills and acquire competencies to
enable them fo function as knowledge workers in a globalized, fransnational and multilingual
context, both in public and private knowledge workplaces. Students with a language profile
certificate will be able to contribute to their workplace with relevant professional knowledge in
the profile language, and they will be able fo communicate this knowledge and reflect on its
application in a Danish and transnational context, and will have the fools to develop their
intercultural communicative competencies on an ongoing basis as needed.

Knowledge, skills and competencies:

Through their participation in a language profile program, language profile students acquire
the following knowledge, skills and competencies in the chosen profile language:

e Knowledge of and skills in information refrieval in a second foreign language in
relation to humanities or social science disciplines, so that the profile students
become aware of how theory and/or empirical data in the profile language can be
meaningfully applied in Danish and international contexts.

e Knowledge of and skills in reading texts in the profile language (reading strategies).

e Knowledge of academic content related to the profile language and the humanities
or social science master degree programs as well as the inclusion of students'
project work.

e Skills and competfence to communicate this academic knowledge in the profile
language, both orally and in writing, and to continuously and independently develop
their intercultural communicative competencies.

Detailed description of content

Detailed content description will be available in the course’s Moodle room.

Learning objectives

The learning objectives of the Language Profile are that the student can:

e Conductindependent and systematic information searches in a second foreign
language in relation to humanities or social science subject areas and argue
reflectively and analytically for when and how texts in the profile language
(including theory and empirical data) can be included in the analysis of humanities
or social science approaches.

e Perform text reading in the profile language.

e Build up knowledge of academic content related to the profile language and the
humanities or social science master degree programs, with the involvement of the
student's project work.

e Communicate relevant humanities or social science knowledge in the profile
language, both orally and in writing, and independently further develop their
intercultural communicative competencies.

Teaching and working methods

The language profile's teaching is characterized by:
Language teaching based upon the confent, methods and approaches of the master programs

In this course, language teaching is linked o teaching content that is both relevant to the profile
language, and fo themes and issues within the humanities and social science master degree
programmes, as well as to the students' project work.

The teaching and working methods support the students' further development of their
communicative competencies in academic and work-related contexts. Therefore, the focus is
on communicative exercises, pair and group work and small presentations. Field trips to



language environments where the profile language is used or interviews and dialogues with
speakers of the profile language may also be included in the teaching.

In the infensive seminar, students typically work in pairs or small groups that immerse
themselves in a case or anissue related to the semester theme. The group prepares a
communicative product that is presented at the evaluation seminar.

A safe learning environment and translanguaging

The Language Profile focuses on creating a safe learning environment where students want fo
try out the language. Through a translanguaging strategy, we encourage students fo use the
profile language as much as possible and with the support of other languages they know.

The teaching method also includes students developing individual language learning goals
and strafegies each semester, which they follow up on regularly.

Expected work efforts (ECTS-declaration)

The language profile programme does not give ECTS points. However, we offer a grade-free
space where there is room for thinking out loud and improving your language skills in the
profile language. This is facilitated through a semester theme, which provides the opportunity
fo not only work with the profile language, but also gef fo know cultural aspects associated
with the profile language. A good ideais to prepare for the course sessions by reading up on
Moodle about the agenda and doing the recommended preparation linked to the course
session.

The expected workload per semester is:

e Active participation in at least 80% of the regular feaching, which consists of 14
hours of teaching, spread over 6-7 course sessions, as well as related preparation.

e Active participation in the intensive seminar of 9 hours and the evaluation seminar
of 6 hours.

Forms of evaluation and feedback

Students are invited to give oral feedback on both content and form during the course. At the
end of the course, students fill out an online evaluation survey about the course, and contribute
with proposals on content and form for next semester’s language profile course.

Requirements for being admitted to the Language Profile final exam

A student must complete two semesters of the Language Profile Programme before they are
eligible for the Language Profile final exam. A semester can be completed in four different
ways:

e Through partficipation in the Language Profile course;
e Through aninternational exchange at another university relevant to the Language
Profile Programme;
e Through an internship that is relevant to the Language Profile Programme
e By including the profile language info the student’s project work
Participation in the Language Profile course

A Language Profile semester is approved as completed when a student:

e has participated actively, regularly and safisfactorily in 80% of the regular classes
and related homework, and

e has participated actively and satisfactorily in the compulsory intensive seminar and
the evaluation seminar.

e has prepared a communicative product and presented it at the evaluation seminar.
The presentation is conducted in German, with the inclusion of Danish/English as
needed.

International exchange at a relevant university

An exchange stay is approved as a completed Language Profile semester when a student who
has been on an exchange stay at a university where the Profile language is used,

e prepares a portfolio assignment in which the student reflects on how they have
worked with the learning objectives of the Language Profile during their stay. The
portfolio assignment must be based on one of the ECTS-covered study activities at
the host university in which the student has participated. The profile language
German must have been included as a language of instruction.



e gives a presentation about the exchange stay at the evaluation seminar in the same
or the following semester based on the portfolio assignment. The presentation must
be given in German, with the inclusion of Danish/English as needed.

Internship at a relevant workplace

An internship is approved as a completed Language Profile semester when a student has
completed an internship as part of their Master's degree program in which German was part of
the work, and

e prepares a portfolio assignment in German in which the student reflects on how they
have worked with the learning objectives of the Language Profile in their internship.
e present their internship at the evaluation seminar in the same or the following
semester based on the portfolio assignment. The presentation format is agreed
between the teacher and the student.
Including the profile language into project work

Inclusion of the profile language in your project work is recognized as a completed language
profile semester, under the following condifions:

e the student participates in one of the language profile’s semester courses and
presents a language profile-relevant aspect of their project, on which the other
language profile students give feedback (e.g. presentation of a theory, an interview
guide, efc.)

e the student gives a presentation about their project at the evaluation seminar in the
same or the following semester, including a communicative product that supports
the presentation of the project. In the presentation, the student also reflects on how
they have worked with the learning objectives of the Language Profile and the profile
language German in their project work.

e the presentation is conducted in German, with the inclusion of Danish/English if
needed.

Form of examination

The final exam of the Language Profile

A student, that has passed two semesters at the Language Profile Programme, is entitled to
present themselves to the final exam. The final exam is generally carried out in connection with
the evaluation seminar in the student's second semester of the Language Profile.

The final exam is based on the project that the student has worked on in the same semester.
The student must:

e find literature in the chosen profile language that is related to the student's semester
project work. The literature list is attached to the presentation.

e write a synopsis in the profile language in which the learning and cognitive
contribution of the text sources is presented in relation to the project work

e make avisually supported oral presentation in the profile language based on the
synopsis

e answer questions about the presentation from students and teachers in the profile
language

e discuss the presentafion in the profile language, with the inclusion of Danish/
English as needed

o reflect onthe learning process and individual learning goals in the profile language,
with the inclusion of Danish/English if needed

e actively participate in the evaluation seminar by asking questions to the other
students' presentations

The synopsis is expected to be 1-2 standard pages.

The oral presentation, including discussion and questions, is expected fo last 20 minutes.

Form of re-examination

A student who has not participated in the intensive seminar and the evaluation seminar may
complete a substitute assignment. This is formulated by the teacher responsible for the subject,
who is also responsible for the assessment of the submitted substitute assignment.

The replacement assignment must be submitted to the lecturer responsible for the subject no
later than the end of the semester in question, i.e. no later than 31.1. for fall semesters or 30.6.
for spring semesters.



Certificate

Students who have completed the Language Profile course will receive a certificate of
participation from the Language Profile coordinator.

In order o complete the Language Profile course and receive a Language Profile certificate, the
student must have fulfilled the requirement of active, reqular and satisfactory participation for
fwo semesters and have passed the Language Profile final exam.
